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Ben (K5AYR) gave a report on connecting internet service from Tower Rd. to Sisterdale via a
point to point microwave shot. A group will be going to the tower March 7 to set up the dish

and attempt to get it operational.
Tom (KI5KUI) solicited for a chairperson to organize the ARRL Field Day. No volunteer

stepped up immediately. “If there are no volunteers, nothing will get done.”
Al (K5NOF) provided 2 items that were given away via a drawing.

Don (KI5AIU) provided a presentation on HT Signal Purity.
